Children & young people can be vulnerable to manipulation and used as distraction for other types of crime. Because of this they are more likely to be picked up and charged by police for engaging in illegal activities. STT have done training in youth detention centres that after training identified trafficking victims. 
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Work long hours after school / at weekend
Picked up by older male(s) / ‘boyfriend’

Unable to participate in after school activities,
can’t invite people home, scared of being late
home

Lack of concentration in school, homework
incomplete or rushed

Not enough money to buy lunch but has mobile

Frequent absences (in terms of sexual
exploitation may be more likely following
weekend)

May be registered at school for short period of
time then moved to another school or disappear
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» Health: not registered with GP / excessively ) =i -
tired / unexplained aches and pains / issues with food

» Unexplained emotional responses: aggressive explosions /
overly afraid of deportation or police / responds angrily / distrusts
adults

» Overly sexualised behaviour and/or language

» Family has history of missing links/unexplained moves / cared for
by adults who are not parents (‘aunt’ or ‘uncle’ are not necessarily
relatives) / afraid / reluctant to talk about home life
